Under 15’s have two teams in their age group playing for the club, with the A team playing
in the first division and the B team in the fourth. The B team gained promotion to the
Metro third division. Some tremendous results were realised and their supporters were

treated to numerous goals during the season.

Under 16’s achieved a very respectable fourth place in the second division, winning 10 and
drawing 3 games out of a total of 19. Some of the team have been together since the
Under 8’s age group and have loyally served the club over the years. These lads deserve
our thanks and are Tim Malkin, Leighton Tickle, Jake Walker and Joe Mennell. Well done
lads.
